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Chatfieldôs History

During the Revolutionary War, the United 

States contracted 400 acres of southwest 

Ohio wilderness to General William Lytle. 

General Lytle gave this land to the 

Archdiocese, which was under  the 

leadership of Bishop Edward Fenwick.
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In the 1800ôs, Archbishop 

John Purcell built and 

opened a seminary on this 

land. The seminary moved 

from St. Martin to Cincinnati 

after just 5 years and the 

property lay vacant. 
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In 1845, a group of 11 

UrsulineSisters, led by Julia 

Chatfield, came to St. Martin, 

OH from France at the 

request of Cincinnati 

Archbishop John Baptist 

Purcell, who gave them the 

land.
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In 1846, the nuns built a motherhouse and a 

school, which grew into a boarding school, 

then a day school, and a coeducational high 

school.
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During the Civil War, Generals from  both the 

North and South sent daughters for training in 

language, music, history and the arts.

Åfinest education available
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In 1958, the Ursulinesestablished the Ursuline

Teacher Training Institute to provide a college 

education for recruits to the order.
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In 1971, that 

institution opened 

its doors to the 

public and was 

renamed Chatfield 

College, in honor 

of Sister Julia 

Chatfield.

The original seminary building, built by Archbishop Purcell 

in 1831, is used for business offices.



The Gym Building (built in1867) houses faculty 

offices, the art studio, classrooms and the 

auditorium/gymnasium for large gatherings.
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The  Welcome Center (built in1960) is home 

to the Dean, Admissions/Recruiting 

and the Student Lounge.



The Mongan Academic Building (built in 

2008) has state-of-the-art science and 

computer labs, modern classrooms and a 

commons area.
